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“FOR  WHEN  THEY  SHALL  SAY,   PEACE……”

“Millennium ’73, a Thousand Years of Peace,” was the theme of a meeting conducted in the Houston, Texas, Astrodome. That meeting was to have ushered in the long-awaited age of peace. Guru Maharaj Ji, the fifteen-year-old leader of the Divine Light Mission, declared, “I will establish peace in this world.” 
 Declaring himself to be the “perfect master,” he said, “Give me your love, and I will give you peace.” He labeled himself as a “master soul” that had come into the world to bring a gift that could change the course of human history. He promised to wipe away suffering and give peace. He said that he had a gift to offer humanity, a gift that could transform the human race, a gift of perfect peace. He claimed to have visited the earth several times before, but this time he came with greater power than ever before. That false Christ had deceived multiplied thousands and claimed six million followers.

 Our world is in a suicidal race for ruin, while men search hopelessly for peace. “For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then sudden destruction cometh upon them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall not escape” (1 Thessalonians 5:3). In the words of Jeremiah the prophet, “They have healed also the hurt of the daughter of my people slightly, saying, Peace, peace; when there is no peace” (Jeremiah 6:14).

 Everywhere, symbols of peace are appearing on the scene. But most people are not aware of the destructive and subversive forces which underlie many of these symbols. One of the most omnipresent symbols, that is used by international socialists is the one which is called an insignia of peace-the crow’s feet or the broken inverted cross. The late Bertrand Russell supposedly designed the modern peace insignia for the Aldermaston Peace March in London, England; but the insignia is far from being modern. It dates back many centuries in the history of anti-Christian activities. 

 The Saracen invaders decorated their shields with this symbol. This inverted cross was a portent of evil and the devil. For centuries it has been a favorite sign of the Satanists. It has been adapted by the Communists as a symbol of peace, and many people have accepted it as such, even in Christian circles.

 As we draw nearer to the return of the Lord Jesus Christ, we will see an acceleration of the feverish activity of evil spirits and the occult.  Bible prophecy is being fulfilled rapidly before our eyes, and this should serve to quicken our steps for outreach and to deepen our burden for the ripened harvest.
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
