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MODESTY

It seems that a diabolical mastermind is directing some of the clothing designers of our day.  Costume for sport and play is shamefully brief.  The fashions are designed so as to create sensual allure.  Leo Narducci says that a woman who wears styles that he has designed is “sure of herself, who thinks of sex more openly…..she’s not concerned about nudity…..she has a body, and she knows it.”

One can readily see that this designer is not unaware of the effect that his styles have on the morals of our society.  In fact, designers tell us that what a woman wears is an expression of morality and a reflection of her attitude.  If these styles and fashions affected only the nonprofessing Christians, it would not be quite so shocking.  But Christians have been caught in the maelstrom of this trend and have adopted a passive or casual attitude toward it.  In fact, some have come to accept it as a way of life.  I personally denounce this devilish trend toward nudity and the permissive attitude which has invaded the church.

Since its inception, God’s true church has held to the principle that we believe the whole Bible, rightly divided.  The Word of God has not left us without direction at this point.  The church cannot afford to be silent while the devil invades its ranks and strips it of its testimony and effectiveness.

The Word of God exhorts women to “adorn themselves in modest apparel…. (which becometh women professing godliness) with good works” (1 Timothy 2:9, 10).  It is translated in this manner, “I also want women to be modest and sensible about their clothes and to dress properly.”
The following rendering of Titus 2:5 (Wuest’s Expanded Translation) is a good guide for the women of the church: That women be “…..sensible and chaste….a good advertisement for the Christian faith.”

The time has come for true Christians everywhere to give strong direction in relationship to this problem, tempered with tenderness and patience.  Christians must dare to be different and to maintain a true sense of values and modesty so as not to render their testimony ineffective nor to bring shame to the cause of Christ.  As the Apostle Paul stated, “Be a good advertisement for the Christian faith.”
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
