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NEUTRALIZING   BIBLE   PRONOUNS
 Some have proposed to eliminate some of the Bible’s references to God as “he” and “Father” by suing neutral references such as “Creator.”

 The aim was to minimize “references to God as He, simply by refraining from the use of pronouns….(which) describe God…(with) male connotations that are accidents of the limitations of the human language.”

 Through the centuries the Bible has been attacked from many and varied sources, some of which have been blatant and overt while others have come through forces which transformed themselves into angels of light, but this is one of the most subtle attacks in all of history.

 This plan to neutralize Bible pronouns with references to God and to neutralize language about human beings that would appear to make women secondary is a diabolical move to distort the biblical relationship of the sexes and to humanize God. It is an attack against the doctrine of the Trinity, the Fatherhood of God and therefore the Sonship of Jesus.

 All adherents to the faith should be reminded of God’s final warning:

        If any man shall add unto these things, God shall add unto him the               plagues that are written in this book: And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book (Revelation 22:18,19).

        Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye diminish ought from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the Lord your God which I command you (Deuteronomy 4:2).

         Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him. Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a liar (Proverbs 30:5, 6).
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
