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Prayer                                    
This is an era of discovery of many forms of power and energy.  Mighty and remarkable feats are being accomplished.

While researchers have made astonishing discoveries with startling results, the Church has largely forgotten the most powerful medium in the world--- that is prayer.

The Church needs to launch a worldwide prayer vigil to continue perpetually.  This approach is in keeping with the New Testament operation of the church-“They continued stedfastly…..in prayers” (Acts 2:42).

Prayer in the early church was not a spasmodic effort or seasonal exercise, but it was a continual process.  When one reads the book of Acts carefully, he is made aware of the role of prayer in the activities of the early disciples.  The following scriptural injunctions impress upon us our need for a constant prayer vigil:  “Continue in prayer, and watch in the same with thanksgiving” (Colossians 4:2).  “Pray without ceasing”  (I Thessalonians 5:17).  “…..Men ought always to pray, and not to faint” (Luke 18:1).  

“Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints” (Ephesians 6:18).

“……Continuing instant in prayer” (Romans 12:12).

Men who have accomplished great things for God have always been men of prayer, and a study of their biographies will reveal that they scheduled their prayer life.  Those who do not schedule their prayer life in this busy society seldom pray.
This emphasis upon prayer will create a consciousness for the need of communion with God.  Participation in this program will not be the end of prayer life, but a new dimension of prayer.

If every believer will participate in this worldwide prayer vigil, it will result in worldwide revival.
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
